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 MINISTER LAUNCHES FISHING FOR LITTER 
2008-2011  
 
The Fishing For Litter Scotland 2008-2011 project 
was formally launched in Edinburgh at the parlia-
ment by the Scottish Cabinet Secretary for Rural 
Affairs and Environment, Mr Richard Lochhead, at 
the beginning of December.  The project contin-
ues the excellent work of the Fishing For Litter 
2005-2008 project. 
 
Mr. Lochhead said: “As the Scottish Government 
prepares to launch its landmark Marine Bill next 
year, it is absolutely vital that we have cleaner, 
greener seas. Fishing for Litter is an imaginative 
yet simple initiative, successfully reducing marine 
litter with the involvement of the fishing industry. I 
am very pleased that the Scottish Government 
has been able to support the project. I wish it 
every success for the future.”  
 
He also launched the final report for the 2005-
2008 project, the report highlights the achieve-
ments  of the project. 110 fishing vessels in Scot-
land landed 117 tonnes of marine litter during the 
three year project

NEW PROJECT TARGETS 
 
The targets have been modified for the 2008-
2011 project to reflect its increasing popularity. 
We hope to have at least 16 harbours around 
Scotland (all the designated landing ports) ac-
tively participating in the Fishing For Litter project. 
The project also hopes to sign up 200 boats to 
take part, almost doubling present numbers. It is 
hoped that 200 tonnes of marine litter will be re-
moved from the waters around Scotland an in-
crease of over 80 tonnes from the last projects 
total. We will be investigating the possibility of re-
cycling at least 10% of the waste landed by trying 
to identify if the waste is suitable for reuse and to 
establish what if anything is being done already.  
 
ENGLAND JOINS THE FISHING FOR LITTER 
SCHEME 
 
The Fishing For Litter South West (England) pro-
ject in Devon and Cornwall will be launched in 
early 2009. Funding has been secured and KIMO 
is working in collaboration with Seafood Cornwall 
Training Ltd. and Cornwall Fisheries Resource 
Centre to introduce the project in the harbours of 
Brixham, Plymouth and Newlyn.

Troon is the latest harbour and the last designated 
landing port in Scotland to sign up to the project  
and means that fishermen can pick up bags and 
land collected litter anywhere in Scotland with 
relative ease.
